The minutes of the May meeting were agreed and signed. 
As yet no news has been received from the Middle School concerning the questionnaires delivered to pupils.  The steering group are awaiting results so they can be recorded and passed on to BDC planning officers to further progress a small follow-on project. (Email has been sent to the school but we are still awaiting replies on this).
Jack Hanson met the chairman of the NP Steering group and kindly downloaded a digitised version of the Alvechurch Historic Environmental Resource, together with associated parish photographic images onto the recently purchased SG flash drive to be used for further Neighbourhood Plan work including such work as The Parish Design Statement, the conservation areas and other useful evidence base etc.

Gemma will advise on the process for the revision of the APDS when it’s finally completed.

 Follow-up from Site visits and Presentation of potential housing options.
The dates for the open day consultations are Friday 18th July (4pm to 8pm) and Saturday 19th July (2pm to 8pm) in the Alvechurch Village Hall.
Volunteers will be needed on both days for helping oversee the events and to give advice to visitors, drinks will be provided (plastic beakers/water/orange juice /squash.(Adrian will purchase these and also provide coffee tea light refreshments for Steering Group volunteers).

Draft brochures have been produced for Site 1 and Areas A to E, giving the areas key strengths and weaknesses and their sustainability points together with a display map showing each broad area’s location and the position of site 1, using  information gained from SG site visits, previous APNP consultations and base line evidence from Worcestershire CC and BDC. The information brochures need to be proof-read by steering group committee members with responses back to Adrian by 4th July. They will then be displayed on 6 boards at the open day sessions. (Adrian to check whether some more display boards might be needed).

Steve Lewis’s wife has the credit for a preferred card system to be used with a post Box allocated to each area display. Visitors will be handed 3 voting cards on arrival which people can use to leave in the box associated to the areas  they think would be the  most appropriate for some future development. There will also be posties, at each table to take extra comments, (either to stick on the board or post in the box).
Pat queried the exact meaning of “High Landscape sensitivity” in relation to planning. (For a good interpretation see Adrian and Steve’s later e-mail).The office has some A 4 ream boxes that could be used).
At present, all the sites are protected from development by the prevailing Green Belt policy until after the Green Belt review which is due in 2023, but may take place earlier.
