2. The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed. Under matters arising, Mary reported that she has had two meetings of the Patients Participation Group, and a meeting with members of the communication and partnership team of the CCG. Both were taking on board the issues of Alvechurch’s anomaly.

3. Next funding round: Adrian reminded us of what we would need to put forward for funding by 1 May – a brief business plan with timescales showing how much money we wanted to spend on what. Suggestions included some consultant time from Gerard for help with written documentation, costs of one or two major surveys, publicity and printing, and public meetings. The timescale should follow the expected timing of the Local Plan appearing. It was agreed to ask Tom to draw this up.

2. Policies: The draft policies about housing circulated by Adrian were discussed in detail. Several members of the group suggested we should concentrate on the actual content of the policies and not on all the preparatory wording, which can be done later. The discussion therefore concentrated on draft policies 3-8 (so far). There was a brief discussion of papers by John and Mary on business, and environment and health respectively. John agreed to circulate his piece electronically for comment: the group generally agreed with it. Mary was asked to fit hers back into the template of Adrian’s and send it back to him. Again, the points were generally agreed..
3. It was agreed to write to BDC and RBC in response to the WAG statement on Redditch expansion. Mary undertook to take Adrian’s article and shorten it into a suitable statement
