Before the official Business, Jack Hanson gave the group a quick resume of where the WCC Heritage project had got to, character mapping of the area has been started and Jack agreed to send a report to Mary before our next meeting. 
2. The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed. 

Responses to the Redditch Growth consultation had been sent in to the Planning department offering our support to the joint decision. This was acknowledged as being received by Mike Dunphy and he offered his thanks for our support.
3. Bringing this item forward in the agenda due to timing, 
Mike Dunphy then gave us some useful help and advice with our example policies that SG members had contributed to as a practise run. For a start the length is too long, and Mike mentioned “it lacks local focus”, this is realised to some extent because we have not got sufficient relevant information back from consultations. It was also mentioned the document contains unnecessary referrals to existing legislation and policies,. He suggests we draft our next questions on the lines of telling “them” what they “told” us to see if the public are happy with these… “their” options. Plus to then concentrate on perhaps no more than 10 objective bullet points which could  be matched up with later policies. A statement of consultation also needs working on.
Mike and Tim then left the meeting.

4. A new funding application online form for up-to £7000 has been worked on by Tom, Adrian and John and this has now been sent in to Locality. It should be about 2 weeks before we hear anything from them on this.
5. A presentation for Hopwood area was discussed and an agreement was reached for Saturday 22nd June 10am-4pm; at Hopwood Community Centre if available, Adrian will check with Yvonne to see if this is OK.

6. The Big Lunch in the Park on the 26th, it was decided that because we had not enough available Steering Group members available on that day, it would not be fair for just one or two members to run the whole day, so we are cancelling our table for that event, and concentrate on the next presentation.
