Present: Adrian Smith (chair), Linda Allen (notes) Dorothy Snaddon, Steve Lewis, John Cypher, Mary Green, Tom Thurrell, Andy Humphries

There were no apologies: the meeting was core group only to review the year and plan ahead.

The minutes of the meeting of 16 October were agreed and signed, and the notes from the meeting of 14 November with the consultant confirmed.

1. Review of meeting with consultant 14 November

Agreed that a whole-day session was too long and focus and clarity seemed to be lost towards the end of the day, though there were useful ideas raised. Agreed that this was probably not the best way to use Alex’s time – we should agree our own agendas and produce a timeline, then commission Alex to undertake specific tasks within a timeframe. We should make the plan and take control of the work programme.

We may ask Alex to do some of the writing, or to amend a document written by Mary based on all our inputs. We may need his help on the more technical parts of the plan.
2. Evidence base

The importance of a solid evidence base was highlighted. Adrian produced a template for us to complete to make a summary of the evidence base, with complete references to background documents 

Adrian will circulate the template in Word – we can all complete a section:

Adrian – housing; John - work and shopping, Andy - getting around; Tom & Linda – leisure and well-being; Mary & Dorothy - environment and sustainability.

If you want to include maps, charts etc you can do them separately and Adrian will fit them in to document.

Once completed Mary will check and harmonise the style. We will then ask Alex to  check  over that Evidence Summary when completed and add anything we have not been able to include.

Adrian to send link to Thame Document for us to use as a guideline

Steve offered to review the Village Design Statement and see what needs updating: this will be a background document
3. Consultation 18 January at 2:00–5:00 in the Village Hall for stakeholders - businesses – landowners and mop-up of general public
Adrian to produce a flier based on the December Village advert. Some to go to Tony W to put round businesses at Bordesley Hall, some to Mary to drop in Alvechurch shops etc - in early January. Questionnaire to be available (see below)

4. Questionnaire to all parish households in Village Magazine, February or March issue (depends on printing)
Agreed to amend the start and end of questionnaire, keep questions the same.

Start with Vision and ask for agreement/ amendment – this has not been consulted on

Add summary of objectives.  

Prize as incentive to get it back - suggested £75, £50, £25. Local places to return questionnaire:  Garage at Hopwood (AS to arrange), Parish office, Rowney Green Hall (DS to arrange) and the Library.
Add boxes for age range (under 18, 18-60, 61+)

Closing date agreed as 14 March or  April 14th – prizes at April PC meeting.

Mary to ask Village about arrangements and check deadlines

Adrian to complete questionnaire and check with us by email.

Adrian to arrange producing copies and get to Village by deadline.

John to ask Richard at CALC for legal standing on involving children

5. Finances

Tom updated the meeting. We are behind on our spending plan and will need to let Locality know that we have been delayed largely because of delays in BDC/Redditch’s plans. A grant report is due for December: Adrian and Tom will prepare it and give reasons for extending the spend.

6. Map of Alvechurch

Dorothy brought an Alvechurch map dated 1701 showing parts of the Bishop’s Palace grounds were used as orchards and the deer park had been divided into farms.
