Linda Allen has resigned from the group due to the illness of her husband. The group expressed thanks to her for her contribution.

Steve Lewis has resigned from the core group but will still be in the wider group and is happy to contribute later as a local resident.
1. Minutes of the meeting of 26 November: an amendment to section 2 was suggested to make it clear that we are not suggesting specific areas for green belt development in the Neighbourhood Plan

2. Implication on the NP of the Harris Lamb/Barratt Homes proposals: the group reiterated that they would put forward their priority criteria for development in the NP but were not able to comment on developers’ proposals. We have to conform to the NPPF in what we do, and can’t pre-empt the green belt review..
3. Kirkwells consultants update: We have received detailed comments on our draft plan, which Adrian will get copies made of for core group members. They include changes to wording, policies and specifically the housing section to make it criteria-based rather than site-based, and suggestions about consistency and avoiding duplication.
4. Housing section of Plan: The group went over Kirkwells’ main recommendation again, to understand the part the green belt review plays in the N Plan. Gemma has discussed this with Mike Dunphy. 
5. Update of BDC progress with District Plan: Gemma updated us on the progress of the DP, including the Bromsgrove-specific sections recently examined, the Redditch collaboration postponed till January and the Birmingham collaboration being discussed by the LEP.

6. Finance/ grant issues: Adrian is chasing up the invoices from Kirkwells, which we need as soon as possible to include in our grant, which ends this month, and will talk to Tom about the report due to Locality.
7. Next steps:  Comments on Kirkwells’ amendments to be returned to Adrian, and we will aim to meet Kirkwells at the end of January if possible at the next meeting 28 Jan, preferably with Mike Dunphy present. It was agreed that core steering group members only will be invited to meetings in this next phase, though the wider group will be kept informed.
8. A.O.B: Mary has arranged to revisit Alvechurch Middle School on 16 January, hopefully with Adrian, to feed back on their part in the consultation process.
