1. Minutes from last meeting (02 March 2016): Agreed and signed.

2. BDC Plan and examination 23/24 March:
Helen reported that BDC expected the Inspectors’ feedback before the end of June.  Following consultation on any changes BDC hoped that the Inspectors’ final decision/report on the BDC Plan would be made before the end of 2016. BDC would then commence a Green Belt Review (GBR), which would probably take over 12 months. After the completion of the GBR BDC would review their new Plan – the Alvechurch Parish Neighbourhood Plan (APNP) would need to be reviewed at the same time (possible housing sites etc.).  Helen also mentioned that BDC had a 5 year housing supply plan and that BDC have a draft GBR methodology which would need reviewing following consultation.
3. Overall position of NP + BDC feedback:
Helen stated that BDC had many comments on the current Housing and Environment, Heritage and Design policies – these covered both the detail of the policies and the fundamental structure of the APNP.  A possible option for the Steering Group (SG) was to hire a consultant to do some rewriting but following discussion the SG agreed to continue with our current methodology.  The SG also agreed to discuss overall structure at the next meeting.  Helen advised the SG to continue to progress the APNP and keep the momentum going.  Helen to email tracked changes to Adrian who would circulate to SG.  All to read and comment on before 29 June 2016.
4. Picnic in the Park (P i t P) feedback & further consultation:

Adrian mentioned the APNP display at the P I t P and feedback from residents.  John also mentioned planned further consultation in Rowney Green via the local ‘Calling Oak’ magazine.  Helen suggested the need for further generic consultation (last done in 2014) and the SG agreed to draw up a progress leaflet & questionnaire for circulation to residents or insertion in the Village magazine.  Adrian agreed to produce a draft for the SG (including Helen) asap.
5. Finance Issues:

The residue of the current grant (£836.93) has been returned to Groundwork UK.  The need for a further grant was raised but deferred until after more progress on current policies.
