Matt stated that he had not produced a formal agenda but that we should work through the series of bullet points he produced and distributed. These are reproduced below together with additional notes.
· Bob Yuille appointed

· Documents sent to R.Yuille to commence examination – all submission docs (including Design Statement and Evidence Base Summary) as well as all representations received

· All representations (17) available to view electronically on BDC website (as of Tues 28/08 – email to Adrian)

· Alvechurch NP website updated by Adrian

· Examiner has estimated report could be produced within 4-6 weeks (providing no hearings necessary- will hopefully be able to confirm this w/c 10/09 or 17/09 once examiner has had sufficient time with reps etc.

APC will be given a copy of the Examiners report as soon as BDC receive it, if one is not sent direct to APC.

· MS to meet with BDC Electoral Services Manager to commence preliminary arrangements for Referendum – updated electoral register from 1 Dec so suggested ref in first couple of weeks of Dec; Cabinet to adopt in January.

Matt also stated that it may have to wait until the January 2019 Cabinet Meeting as one is not expected to be held in December 2018.

APC thanked Matt for pushing through the Neighbourhood Plan to the Examiner.

Matt distributed a table containing summaries of the Representation received and their views on the comments made.

· MS to share table of objection reps (or parts of) with Steering Group – BDC initial view and not for publication

· SG may wish to see where they agree/disagree and return comments to MS – in effect this will pre-empt any request from examiner for qualifying body or District Council clarification on issues in the plan

· In summary, initial BDC view that no major issues identified in reps – site promoter objections generally to be expected and some points may lead to examiner modifications being suggested but hopefully nothing that suggests basic conditions are not met

APC NP steering Group will have a meeting to discuss BDC’s views on the reps received to their consultation.

Matt stated that BDC allocation of numbers of houses to be built in the various parts of the District is unlikely to be decided before late 2019 due to the time period for publication of Stages 1 and 2 of the BDC Greenbelt Review.
Mike Dunphy joined the meeting at 11:00 and stated that he had received an e-mail from the examiner stating that he could not enlarge some of the maps in the NP. Mike will forward a list of the maps to Adrian who agreed to forward electronic copies of these drawings to the examiner.
The APC NP Steering Group generally felt that it was a positive meeting and were encouraged with the views of BDC to the reps received.
